Westgate Survey
Results

Members of our Westgate email list
were recently asked to participate in a
survey about Westgate. We received
27 responses.

1. Are you a dues paying member of
the Community Association. 77% Yes,
15% No, 8% Not Sure

concerns, not remembering when to
pay, and seeing no reason to pay.

3. Have you attended any Westgate
events? 46% National Night Out, 15%
Santa Visit, 23% Easter Egg Hunt, 77%
General Mtg.

4. If you have not attended, why not?
Answers included being busy, not hav-
ing notice, feeling like events are pri-
marily for people with kids.

5. What did you like/not like about
events you attended? Answers included
meetings being not well attended, fo-
cus on city, not county, focus on chil-
dren, and enjoying the sense of com-
munity and wanting meetings to be
more frequent.

6. What kind of events would you like
to see in the future? 91% Yard Sale,
61% Gardening Club/Neighborhood
Beautification Project, 17% Fundraiser,
Other: including Happy Hour/Social
Events, Informational Sessions on
Property Assessments.

7. Have you visited
www.westgatemd.org? 85% Yes, 15%
No.

8.Do you read the newsletter? 100%
Yes
